“Hello,

I teach first grade at Brooklyn Charter School in Bed-Stuy. My class
is currently working to create a community quilt to represent
Brooklyn. We have read many books featuring quilts, I brought in a
quilt, made for me when I was a little girl, we created geometric quilt
squares in math, and we have interviewed community members to
gain ideas about what to include in our community quilt. I hope to
start sewing the first week of December. I saw an ad for the quilt
exhibit at the Lefferts House, but it looks like we have missed our
chance to take a field trip there. So, I am sending this email in hopes
that someone there might have an interest in sharing some quilting
history and expertise with us. My students are very excited about this
project and I know they would just love to meet a real quilter. I hope
to hear from you.”

Not exactly what I had in mind for the Outreach Program.
PANIC!! What could I do with 19 six year old students and a
teacher that does not quilt? Well, I thought to myself, give it a try.
After all, T am a quilter and willing to give most things a try —
RIGHT??%?

After making arrangements with Ms. Duncan, off I go on
December 5, 2008 to visit her class. I took our guild quilt and many
more quilts that I thought these 6 year old students would enjoy.
Much to my surprise I was welcomed by a very happy to have me
little group. I had to laugh when they referred to me as “A Real Live
Quilter”. One asked if my name was Ms. Visitor (I was wearing a
visitor pass), others insisted on my autograph even though I was
not the designer of the guild quilt. One little fellow needed two
autographs since he wanted to take one home to his sister.

quilt. They were able to recognize many of the places depicted in
Brooklyn on the quilt. Our quilt is similar to what they are trying
to accomplish in their class using fabric markers to draw on
squares of muslin. Their quilt will be assembled later and Ms.
Duncan has promised me pictures of the finished quilt. I did have
the children glue fabric to 4 1/2 and 6 1/2 inch pieces of paper so
we could assemble a 4 patch and a 9 patch block. These blocks we
displayed on their easel. I gave them some fabric blocks, ABC
quilts and a piece of cotton batting to pass around as they sat on
there matt while we had a question and answer time. Of course
they rolled around with the quilts and wrapped themselves in bat-
ting with comments of how soft and cuddly they were — music to
my ears.

These delightful young people were well mannered and very
well behaved. They showed a great interest in the quilt making
process. I have no doubt that one day we will see another beautiful
quilt to represent Brooklyn from these students. A good time was
had by all and I found myself thinking that the time spent with this
wonderful, little group went by too quickly. It was a great experi-
ence. I learned from them as well. **
